H. All Region Team Selection:  
1. 10 individuals will be named to the first team all-region team and any other individual receiving a vote will be named to the second team all-region team.   
2. First team members will receive a plaque and the second team members will receive a certificate.  Should a tie take place in the tenth spot, Coaches will revote on those tied players
3. Coaches may nominate any number of players from their roster. Stats must come from Region 16 contest first, then total body of work next, minus all JV contest. 
4. Coaches will submit nominations on the Region Nomination Form that is located on the Region 16 website, prior to the first round of the Region championship.   
5. Players will be ranked in order of preference, one-ten, with one being the highest.   
6. Coaches may not vote for their own players and ballots must be signed before being turned in to the AD liaison before the final four.  Ballots will only be valid if signed and Ten players have been selected.  
7. The top vote getter for Region XVI will be named the Region player of the year and will receive an All-Region/Player of the Year plaque. 
8. Top five First team All-Region members will be nominated for All-American status.  All necessary support material must be submitted to the Regional Director. 
9. Region 16 Freshman of Year Award
10. Region 16 Defensive Player of the Year    
I. Selection of Coach of the Year will be voted on before the Region XVI Tournament, in case of a tie, there will be a revote.

Q. Region Tournament: 
1. Region Play:  playing each team 3 times in a home and away/flipping home and away each year for the 3rd game.  
2. Regional Tournament Seeding:  
i. Region record. For ties involving two teams starting with the lower seed.  
ii. Results of head to head competition during the regular season  
iii. Each team’s record vs. the team occupying the highest position in the final regular season standings (or in the case of a tie for the championship, the next highest position in the regular season standings) continuing down through the standings until one team gains an advantage.  When arriving at another group of tied teams while comparing records, use each team’s record against the collective tied teams as a group, rather than performance against the individual tied teams.  
iv. A comparison of the tied teams’ Region-only road record.  
v. Winning percentage against non-region D1 opponents/Nationally ranked throughout the year starting the first December poll.  
vi. Coin toss with AD liaison and women’s region director starting with the lower seed. 
3. For ties involving more than two teams:  
i. Results of head to head competition during the regular season among the tied teams (mini round-robin)  
ii. If more than two teams are still tied, each of the tied teams’ record vs. the team occupying the highest position in the final regular season standings continuing down through the standings and eliminating inferior records until one teams gains an advantage.  When arriving at another group of tied teams while comparing records, use each team’s record against the collective tied teams as a group, rather than performance against the individual tied teams  
iii. If more than two teams are still tied, a comparison of the tied teams region only road record 
iv. Record against common non-region D1 opponents/Nationally ranked throughout the year starting the first December poll.  
v. Winning percentage against non-region D1 opponents, even if the number of games played in unequal the highest winning percentage shall prevail.  In the case of tied percentages, the following shall apply: 2-0 is better than 1-0; 0-1 is better than 0-2.  
vi. If at any point the multiple-team tie is reduced to two teams, the two-team tie breaking procedures will be applied.   
vii. Coin toss with AD liaison and women’s region director starting with the lower seed. 
4. Film Exchange  
i. All region 16 must comply with sharing of game films via Synergy/Hudl. Home game video must be uploaded within 24 hours and away games within 48 hours. 
ii. Failure to comply with this rule, will result in the following:  
1. 1st offense, a letter of reprimand to the AD 
2. 2nd offense, a letter of reprimand to the President and AD  3. 3rd offense results in a fine of $500.
5. Media Time outs: All region games and post season games will use media time-outs as Stated in the NJCAA Women’s Basketball sport code
6. Pass List
The pass list for the region tournament can only include administrators if the region tournament is a District qualifier.
