G. Timeouts – Region Play
a. Three 30-second timeouts for each team per regular season game. One full timeout for each team per regulation game may be used anytime during the game.
b. Electronic media timeouts shall occur at or below the 5-minute mark in each period when the game clock is stopped when there has been no team-called timeout that proceeds the dead ball
c. The first timeout requested by either team in the second half shall become the length of a timeout called for by the electronic media agreement.
d. In any extra period, the first timeout granted to either team may become an electronic media timeout.
e. When a timeout is granted before the media marks or creates the first dead ball at or below the 5-minute mark in a period, that timeout will become the electronic media timeout for that period. (Exception: Rule 5-14.10. d.)
f. Each team shall be entitled to one additional 30-second timeout during each extra period in addition to any timeouts it has not used previously.
g. The extra timeout shall not be granted until after the ball becomes live to begin the extra period.
h. In the games involving electronic media timeout format, when a foul (personal or technical) is committed that causes the ball to become dead at the specified time mark on the game clock for the electronic media timeouts, that electronic media timeout shall be taken and then the free throw(s) shall be administered after the timeout

H. All Region Team Selection:  
a. 6 individuals will be named to the first team all-region team and NO second team all-region. 
1 of the 6 will be named player of the year.
The head coaches will rank 1-6 for All-American selection.
b. First team members will receive a plaque. Should a tie take place in the fifth spot, those tied will be a vote to break the tie.  
c. Coaches may nominate any number of players from their roster.  Coaches will submit nominations on the Region Nomination Form that is located on the Region 16 website, prior to the first round of the Region championship.   
i. Nomination form will include a line for Region XVI Stats only and a 2nd line for an season accumulation stats minus all JV games 
d. Players will be ranked in order of preference, one-five, with one being the highest.  
e. Coaches may not vote for their own players and ballots must be signed before being turned in to the AD liaison before the final four.  Ballots will only be valid if signed and five players have been selected. 
f. The top vote getter for Region XVI will be named the Region player of the year and will receive a plaque.  
g. The first team All-Region members will be nominated for All-American status.  All necessary support material must be submitted to the Regional Director.  	 	 
I. Selection of Coach of the Year will be the coach of the winning team for the Region XVI

P. Official Assignor
a. Official are secured by the AD Liaison/Region Director and assigned by the region assignor.
Q. Financial Arrangements
a. Host institution is responsible for program, public address system, scorekeepers, water, ice, cups, AED machine and athletic trainers.
b. Officials will be prorated among the participating institutions.
c. Official fees will be paid by the Region. Each institution will reimburse the Region.
R. Admission
a.   Host school has option to charge admission to Regional Tournament. Gate fee must be approved by AD Liaison or Regional Director. If so, financial statement must be filed by April 1.
S. Pass List
a. Pass list for postseason events should be limited to Region XVI Executive Directors, athletic administrators and 10 other guests submitted by each institution. Each institution’s pass list is due the Thursday prior to the tournament.
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
