a. Tournament Date:  March 23 – 29, 2025

C. District:  Midwest
a. Regions Included:  Region 4 & Region 16
b. Tournament Date:  March 15, 2025
c. Tournament Site:  Region 16 Winner
d. Game Time:  TBD by host in cooperation with Reg 4
e. Cost:  Host tournament will incur all the cost of hosting the tournament and any proceeds will be used to cover tournament costs.  Any remaining funds will be returned to the NJCAA and a financial statement must be filed with the Region by April 1.

D. Region Play (Regular Season): 
a. Officials:  All Region games will be assigned by Gerry Pollard
b. Region Schedule:  Beginning 21-22, each team will play 3 games during regular season, with rotation determined by draw.
· Team 1 – State Fair
· Team 2 - Moberly
· Team 3 - Three Rivers
· Team 4 – Missouri State – West Plains
· Team  5 – Mineral Area
· The 3 game schedule will be played following the schedule guideline approved by the DI basketball sport committee.

c. Media Timeout Format:
1. Each team has three 30-second timeouts per regulation game, two of which 
may be carried over to the second half. 
2. Each team has one 60-second timeout, which may be used at any time during 
the game. 
3. The electronic media agreement determines the number and media marks for 
electronic media timeouts (e.g. 16-, 12-, 8- and 4-minute marks). 
4. The electronic media timeouts will occur at the first dead ball at or after any of the above minute marks when the game clock is stopped. 
5. The first timeout requested (charged) by either team in the second half 
(regardless of the time on the clock) shall become the length of a timeout called for under the electronic media timeout. 
6. When one of the following occurs that creates a dead ball, that dead ball will 
become the scheduled electronic media timeout: 
a. timeout is granted with 30 seconds or less before any of the 
media marks
b. or a timeout creates the first dead ball after one of the media 
marks.  
7. In addition to carrying over any unused timeouts into any overtime period, each team shall receive one additional 30-second timeout for each overtime period but not until the period begins.

F. Region Tournament:
1. Seeding: Seeding is based on Division 1 region record. 
a. Tie breakers- 
· Head to head competition between tied schools record against the highest remaining seeded team not in the tiebreaker. 
· Record against the next highest seed team. 
· If the record against all Region XVI teams is exhausted, the winning percentages against all Division 1 opponents outside of the region 
· Coin toss. 
· In case of a three or more team tie, the head to head records against each other will be used to be determined the seeding.
2. Officials: The Region Director or the AD liaison is responsible for securing officials using Gerry Pollard
3. Type of play: Single elimination.
4. Site Selection: 
· #4 seed will host the #5 seed for the play in game
· Jeff Co will host both the semi-finals & finals. If they are unable, NCMC will host the semi-finals & finals.
5. Type of ball: NJCAA approved ball.
6. Pre-Tournament Practice: No pre-tournament practice.
7. Filming of Opponent Games: Not permissible in order to gain an advantage over an opponent.
8. Scouting Information to Outside Institutions: Scouting information to non-region institutions is prohibited.
9. Financial Arrangements: For all tournament games, the host will use proceeds from the gate to cover their expenses (not to include officials).  Any remaining funds will be paid back to Region 16.  Officials will be paid for by the Region and teams will be invoiced for the prorated amount based on amount of games played.  A financial statement must be sent to the regional director by April 1 by the host institution. 
10. Gate Fee:  
· Adults & Students:  $7
· Kids:  12 and under are Free
11. Film Exchange Policy: Each region participant is required to provide any two requested films to each region opponent.
12. Pass List:  Pass list for postseason events should be limited to Region 16 Executive Directors, athletic administrators, and 10 other guests submitted by each institution.  Each institution’s pass list is due the Thursday prior to the tournament.

G. Award Policy: First Place team award and NO second place team award. Twenty individual awards are given to the championship team. Ten individual plaques are given for the All Region First team. The player that receives the most votes will be named Player of the Year and will receive a plaque that signifies this accomplishment. Certificates will be awarded to any All-Region 2nd Team.

H. [bookmark: _Hlk137032359]All-Region Selections: Region director or liaison handles voting. Coaches may nominate only their own players. Coaches cannot vote for their own players. The top ten vote getters are selected for First Team. If there is a tie, the players that tie for the tenth spot will be re-voted on by the coaches. A certificate will be awarded to each member that fell short as a result of the re-vote and will be recognized as the All-Region 2nd Team. All certificates will be printed off by the respective players AD and given to them at a later date. The All-Region team announcement will be released to each school at the same time at the conclusion of the tournament.

I. Selection of Coach of the Year: Coach of the Year will be awarded to the coach of the Region 16 Tournament Champion.

J. All-American Nominations: The top three vote getters are nominated, provided the institution supplies required documentation. Should there be a tie for third place, individuals tied will also be nominated.
